Golf Cart Guidelines: In an effort to promote safety
and security for our residents, the Board of Directors
inaugurated the following guidelines:

2. Golf carts must have headlights and reflective
tape affixed to the rear of the cartif they are
going to be used after dark.

Drivers must be 16 years of age to drive a Golf
Cartor 15 years of age with a valid learner
permit,

Golf Cart capacity is limited to the available
seating on each respective Golf Cart.

Driving rules for Golf Carts are consistent

with the general rules of the road. This includes
abiding by stop signs, yielding right of way,
staying to the right side of the road, etc. It is the
responsibility of the driver to know and follow
the rules of the road.
